If 20 years ago our Faculty started to implement teaching with 5 PhDs and 3 masters as
regular employees, today we can proudly say that our academic community is comprised of 20 PhDs
and one master.

Plenary lecture

In accordance with the Bologna Declaration of 19 June 1999, in section 5 (five) of the National
Program for the Development of Education in the part: Strengthening higher education it is said that:

1. "Overcoming recurrences of the past and the implementation of internationally recognized norms and
standards is an imperative in the development of higher education in the forthcoming period;

2. State higher education institutions must overcome their inertia and inflexibility and must develop a
new structure and organization that will be compatible with overall changes in the labor market.

On 19 September 2003 the Republic of Macedonia became a full member of the European family of
nations committed to follow the recommendations of the Bologna process and the joint commitment to create a
single European area of higher education.

Let us recall, the Bologna process basically means learning and studying rather than teaching and
taking exams. For a decade and a half of the 21st century, we are witnessing a brisk information technology
eruption filled with huge and rapid changes. In his famous book Future Shock, Alvin Toffler emphasizes that, if
there were no changes, time would stop. Therefore Toffler believes that Bacon’s saying: knowledge is power
today should read: knowledge is change. Simply stated, the concentration must be brief and essential and
directed to enabling practical implementation of knowledge. Over time the proportion and the importance of
knowledge in business activities increases. The role of the gray substance/brain today is greater and more
important than the role of the financial capital and natural resources. Japan, for example, is poor in natural
resources, but it is a world economic power thanks to the professional staff, i. e. knowledge.

That brings us to the question: what is true knowledge?

The UNESCO report, the Delors Commission reads that knowledge should be based on four pillars:
1. Learning to know, 2. Learning to do, 3. Learning to live together and 4. Learning to be.

Consequently, true knowledge is the knowledge that is the foundation of new knowledge, and good
school is the one that provides a solid foundation for future learning, training in critical thinking, i.e. analysis,
evaluating with arguments, and asking real/relevant questions. But regardless of economic, technological,
environmental, social, cultural, educational, demographic and other changes, all of us, especially all teachers
in all subjects are faced with the imperative - how to acquire more and better knowledge!?

Knowledge is necessary. It is useful always and at any time, even when it does not guarantee
employment and achieving success. Homo faber (Man the Maker) is not the only dimension of man. It is how
to act without thinking and without culture, with the logic of earnings. Poverty is not measured in Euros, but in
the lack of the will for knowledge - for learning and reading.

The Japanese document Model of Education and Social Changes emphasizes that society is
entering a period of turbulent changes in which it is difficult to perceive the future, and children in such a
society need quality and capability that will allow them to identify topics and areas of the problem, to learn
independently, to think for themselves, to independently evaluate and act independent of professional problem
solving. In addition, they should be humane, to consider the needs of others, and to be empathetic. Finally,
they should have a healthy body to live the real Elan vital.

It further stresses that a foundation and ability to face social change should be built in young people.
Strict selection of educational content is recommended, reform of teaching methods is required, as well as
reshaping of work in schools - to abandon the tendency of “gavaging" knowledge into students’ heads, and to
be directed towards such an education that will respect the dignity of each student .

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Reforms in education

In the last few decades permanent reforms in education in nearly all countries are carried out. Earlier
on the reform of the educational system meant a campaign characteristic for a certain short period. It is
characteristic for our country that reforms are still a problem and an act performed from above. Legal
frameworks were changed, new curricula were adopted, ambitious goals were set, but the school is not at an
advanced level. Conditions should be created for starting the reform from below, from schools that are best
prepared for it materially and because they have the necessary staff. That process would be somewhat slower,
but it would certainly lead to achieving the set goals. One of the key goals advocated by Brunner is: the
teacher not to succumb to the temptation of the so-called “incorporation of knowledge”, but to
conquering knowledge through learning and reading, critical thinking and reasoning. So, the question
arises — how to achieve better quality in education?

There are various reasons why the quality of education is a major issue in society. Thus we come to
the conclusion that: 1. The school should prepare students/workers who can adapt to the multiple demands
and be able to adopt new knowledge and skills needed in the working processes and new job technologies; 2.
It is wrong to reduce school to a social mechanism for solving the problems of rising unemployment; 3. The
school is a multi-functional institution and it cannot/must not serve for lubricating the economy, but it must
have a cultural mission to prepare children/people to have a broader general education with which they will
successfully participate in cultural life and democratic processes.

Consequently, quality is a complex category, as complex as pedagogical work indeed is. But today's
literature points to the need to learn quickly, to remember better, to think creatively, and to insist on
accelerated learning at all ages, to exhaustion. There are no long summer and winter holidays. Contemporary
literature indicates the need of how to teach children to think creatively and critically. Most attention is paid to
the triad: learning - reading - thinking. In connection with this problem J. Bruner reminds that in addition to
paying attention to children doing something we need to be careful about how they think while doing
something. According to Bruner children are students of their family and of the social community they live in
and learn. In folk culture a child participates in work, debates in groups, it moves from individual to group
learning. A student’s knowledge here is not passive, it is Apollonian, but more and more current and active, full
of enthusiasm and exaltation, Dionysian.

More recently mush has been said and written about a very old theme - the need for the teacher to
learn. Pushkin said that “reading is the best learning”. Yes, reading is a specific phenomenon of learning.
Reading is a skill, a process of teaching methods of pedagogical work, a tool in science and research. Reading
is a necessity and a joy. Nietzsche said he did not like idle people who read. Rousseau, however,
emphasized the need to read little but think more about what we had read. Borges, however, declared that he
never knew how to read, and yet he knew how to live.

There are erudite teachers. The education, the institutions, and the society need such teachers.
Erudition should not be abused, it should not be vulgarized. Kant warned that deep down people have a
certain dignity that differs from others, so their duty is not to defile and deny that human dignity.

Renaissance of spirit

This raises the question: what teacher profile does our society need, and what profile it does
not need?

A teacher, above all, is a communicator, and this requires an awareness of how something should be
transmitted to someone. Indisputably the computer is a kind of a complex pencil which remains an important
means of communication and conquest of knowledge, but only if the pencil is seen as a means for enhancing
creation. However, creativity is in the human mind, even in relationships, but never in the computer. And
science is not science without imagination. There is a narrow ratio between imagination and language,
between literature, language of expression and new creative syntax.

We need a renaissance of the spirit. Children can find and discover this in fairy tales and in the
living word of oral storytelling. It is not by accident that Einstein said: “If you want your children to be
intelligent, tell them fairy tales. If you want your children to be more intelligent, read them fairy tales."
By re-reading and interpretation of the artistic text the imagination is strengthened. That is why for teachers-
pedagogues playing means inventiveness and poetics is accepted as something useful and necessary since it
is rich with diverse and versatile images that make the language in the text/poetry for children more extensive.
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If a scientist has no imagination he/she will be just a microscopic observer, but will never be a great
scholar. Hence, the enhanced application and use of the square box him stupefies and dulls the mind, it
hypnotizes both the child and the teacher so they resemble a petrified, rigid Pinocchio.

Consequently, a teaching act - an interpretation of an artistic text without imagination is just a dry and
monotonous improvisation. Reading of a fairy tale, song, text should be a kind of an artistic interpretation, an
act of joy and exaltation. Only in such a process of communication with the student, the teacher can identify
with the student and the class, and the class to be a recognizable model of society, i.e. society in a nutshell.
Teachers who serve the government are no different from the regime, they work in a climate in which the
desire to improve the world is never present. But the strength of the society and the school lies not in modern
potentates, but in those teachers who always strive to perfection and to learning something new.

The main motto, the motto and the imperative of the Teacher training school, the Higher Pedagogical
School, the Pedagogical Academy, the Pedagogical Faculty “Goce Delcev" and now the Faculty of Educational
Sciences is - teachers should be true educators, they should be called educators, because their role to
educate - to feed - is sacred: educate - feed — with knowledge. Knowledge has one very important trait. It is
holiness, sacredness, and secrecy. Knowledge was not transferred at any place and to anyone, but only to
chosen people, at a chosen place and at a chosen time. In “The Teachings of Don Juan”, Castaneda argues
that as a student of anthropology he had the opportunity to meet an old Indian - Don Juan who was a
remarkable man and knew very much of a kind of a plant - peyote that has hallucinogenic properties. It was
believed to have a “secret knowledge", so it was called brujo (Spanish word brujo in English meaning
medicine man, shaman sorcerer, wizard). Knowledge has a sacred, secret, curative and magical character.
Knowledge is an enormous power. If so, then it must not fall into the hands of people with “evil spirit" because
they can abuse its power. Knowledge should be kept until the true, God-sent heir appears to whom it should
be conveyed.

But if knowledge falls into the hands of an “evil” spirit? What if he becomes the teacher - brujo?

Has mankind made a mistake by making the whole knowledge accessible to everyone?

Look at our schools — Don't they look like incubators in which all are entitled to an equal dose of all
knowledge, all have an equal chance to be equal lawyers, economists, biologists, anesthesiologists,
phonologists? Has the sacred knowledge fallen into the hands of those who deserve it, but also into the
hands of those who must never lay hands on it?

Don Juan, Castaneda's teacher, said that “power rests on the kind of knowledge you have."

Where have we, as mankind, made a mistake with knowledge? Could it be that it is because we have
cast out spirituality from schools? And doing so we have also chased away ethics (I want to do good, and | do
not want to do evil). The cast out spirituality retaliates. Knowledge has lost its holiness, its secret, it has
become available even to those who do not deserve it. We must not approach knowledge with an evil soul,
with a pragmatic thought: "One approaches knowledge as he goes to war, with eyes wide open, with fear, with
respect and with complete confidence. To approach knowledge in any other way would be wrong..." says Don
Juan to his student-Castaneda.

The institutionalization of teachers, opening knowledge to all, both to those who want it and to those
who do not, but because of social prestige and snobbery must have it, causing unpredictable consequences
and material devastation in the country. Today we have teachers in institutions that should not be there, and
we also have many “simple people who should be teachers”. Or, as put by Marko Cepenkov who is still
modern today: “There are villagers in our country who do not read books, but who know more than the priest
preaching in their village." Cepenkov also mentions a shepherd who did not know about the heliocentric plan of
the planetary system because he did not read books, but still asserted something true and scientific: “That old
shepherd is from Moriovo and he has a Moriovo head on his shoulders. He has been saying that the Earth is
revolving, not the sun, as scientists believe. Since for many years he has lived in the mountains and from
looking at the sky and the stars, he concluded that the Earth revolves."

What kind of a power is there in this shepherd's Moriovo head that did not read books so that he
knows everything? What kind of hunger is it - to acquire knowledge with his own head — exactly what many of
our present teachers lack? Isn't this the same as K. Peychinovich’s hunger not to leave descendants without
knowledge, not to annihilate generations in stupidity and ignorance, isn't that the light of “Foni the teacher” —
written down by Rayko Zhinzifov, according to Cepenkov, a story of an old woman, which would later become
a small masterpiece of our literary 19th century — the poem “Bloody shirt "? Where is that sacred, poetic age of
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teachers of which Miladinov Brothers and Josif Kovachev testified, where is the relationship between teachers
and students, the way it was between magnificent Aristotle and tireless, hungry for knowledge Alexander the
Great? Is there any sense in being a teacher if the student does not exceed the teacher and how much can
our present teachers overcome their vanity (and vanity feeds on ignorance), allowing students to exceed them,
because that is the only way to move forward.

Thus, is it not time to fully devote ourselves to the children who is stepping into the school yard with a
bag full of books, books taken over from Cambridge, facing the yet unopened book of life? Let us teach
children how to begin to read and what to read; let’s teach the child — the man how to acquire more
knowledge, because knowledge within a human being is a treasure placed in a vault more secure than
that in big banks.

As long as society celebrates pragmatism rather than thought and reasoning about knowledge, the
school will resemble Cinderella. A society that sets teachers to the brink of life dignity — such a society does
not love knowledge. The society should/must strive for new changes as soon as possible. This society needs
people who know and are able, people who win. We have to strive for, as said by Prlichev: “Perfection or
death." Social struggle is not easy. Undoubtedly, the most important thing is to be a winner, but it is also a
success to stay in the race, to constantly take the field in order to win knowledge.

Many years that had passed and the personal experience through theoretical and pedagogical
practice of the Pedagogical Academy and the Pedagogical Faculty “Goce Delcev" created teachers and
educators who are still a solid foundation and a guarantee for the future of our children. We are still trying to
continue in this direction now as the Faculty of Educational Sciences that, within the University “Goce Delcev”,
is guided by a feeling that would help children grow surrounded with love, which was much insisted on by our
Josif Kovachev, so that they mature, work and live here, and not emigrate from Macedonia. We want them to
sow their knowledge here, so that we reap success and results for a happier and better future for generations
to come.
