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Abstract: Speech is derived from language and it represents language’s speech realisation. In
language, the speaker is portrayed in all language structures because its characteristics can be noticed not only in
the pronunciation of sounds, the choice of words, the used form, but also in the use of imagery, intonation and
accent.

Its basic elements are: sound,
gesture, mimics, communicative channel, real time and directed speech. Speaking is complex since it has a
whole range of additional features that give and additional information or enhance the expressed information.
The advantage of speaking is that the members are physically present and pay attention to the reactions of the
hearer/s. However, speaking is extremely complex process of language expression because it is created at the
same moment and it does not leave a lot of time for concentration and change.
