THE EUROPEAN UNION IN INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS:
BETWEEN THEORIES OF INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS AND
THEORIES OF EUROPEAN INTEGRATION

Abstract: The specific organization and system of the European Union,
poses relevant difficulties towards its definition, since, onone hand, it exceeds
the order of an international organization, and on the other, it goes beyond the
classic concept of the European state. In lack of an all-inclusive theory which
would explain its properties, this paper speaks about the nearest theoretical
views, which study the Union as a subject of the international system, capable
of creating and implementing policies, and try to identify its nature, that is:
International Relations theories and theories for European Integration. From
this starting point, a detailed description has been made of the main paradigms of
the theories of International Relations — realism, liberalism and constructivism,
as well as a layout of the most important standpoints of theories of European
integration, such as feudalism, functionalism, intergovernmentalism and social
constructivism.
