CRITICS AND LIMITS OF THE
CONCEPT ‘NORMATIVE POWER EUROPE’

Abstract: The concept of ‘Normative Power Europe’, established
by Manners in 2002, which describes the European Union as an actor with
normative power in international relations, capable of changing concepts of
what is ‘thought to be normal’ to the others, represents a concept which does
not succede to identify the epistemological and ontological truth about the
European Union. As a result, scientific disciplines of International Relations,
European Integration and Analysis of Foreign Piolicy, generate critical
approaches directed to the concept especially to its nature, goals, instruments
and other.
