Abstract

This paper analyzes the changes in tourist flow in Berovo before and after the COVID-19 pandemic,
with a focus on seasonality and the length of stay among domestic and foreign tourists. The research
covers the period from 2015 to 2023 and is based on official statistical data. The results indicate a
significant decline in 2020, followed by a gradual recovery and a more balanced distribution of
tourists in the following years. An increase in interest for off-season visits and shorter stays is also
observed. The paper highlights the potential for revitalizing rural tourism through an adapted offer
and a stronger focus on the domestic market.
