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Abstract: The abstract is necessary and should summarize, in fewer than 250 words, the paper's context, content, and conclusions. It must not contain any references or displayed equations.
Keywords: Use a maximum of six keywords that closely reflect your work.

Manuscripts must be written in the US English language using Microsoft Word (*.doc or *.docx). The scope of submitted text (including figures, tables, references, etc.) should not exceed more than 12 pages typed according to the below instructions.

Emphasis should be on used methodology, obtained results, their interpretations, and conclusions, and for already known or published data, experimental methods, and apparatus, sources should be mentioned.

3. Results and discussion
The sections tentatively entitled “Previous research”, "Research Methodology”, and "Results and Discussion" are mandatory for research papers in the natural, technical, biotechnical, and medical sciences when empirical research or an appropriate experiment has been conducted.
